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JOHNSON:  Bill.

BILL:  Yes sir.

JOHNSON:  In this speech, we left out the dollar of the average American and a way of putting it where the AMA can’t hit us, but . . .

JOHNSON:  I thought I had it in there, Mr. President.

BILL:  No you haven’t and I’m afraid it – I’m afraid we’ve released it wrong and that’s awfully important that they – we’ve got county in here a time or two where it would mean country too.  Here on page nine there’s other children born in this county.  I guess I means country.

BILL:  Yes sir, country.

JOHNSON:  Who types this for us?

BILL:  I don’t – the correspondence section.  I don’t know who typed that one.

JOHNSON:  Ought to have somebody proofreading.

BILL:  All right, sir.  One dollar a month from the worker, one dollar a month from the employer and the government nothing.

JOHNSON:  That’s right, but it’s one dollar from the average worker, isn’t it?  Jack had a phrase there that they made him use because we got in trouble.  We made a mistake once saying just one dollar.  Don’t you remember?

BILL:  Not specifically but – but I’ll find out and call back, call Vicky and get it for sure.

JOHNSON:  All right now the attorney general’s calling me out here.  Do you know what that’s about?

BILL:  I suspect it’s this, Mr. President, Bundy came by to see me while ago and said I’d like to speak to you alone for a little bit so we (INAUDIBLE) ourselves.  And he said I just had a very frustrating session with the attorney general and he was very angry when it was all over because he wants to go Berlin and feels that he’s going in behalf of his dead brother and that if we want to stop him, we just are not being faithful to the memory of his brother.

And well Mac said I don’t believe in view of that particular conversation I ought to put this memorandum that the president wanted me to put out until I have talked to the president about it and I hesitate to talk to him about it on the phone.  And I’m a little bit disappointed in the attorney general’s reaction although I can understand that – I do believe he’s sincere in the thing that he wants to do it because of his brother.  And he said but it was a unsatisfactory session and a very unhappy one for both of us and he was very upset about it.

And he said I think, Bobby, this is something you ought to talk to the president about directly.  I think the only – I think if you really want to go because it’s a tribute to John Kennedy then you’re the one who ought to tell that to the president so that may be why he’s calling.

JOHNSON:  Well what do you think I ought to say to him?

BILL:  Well I think you ought to say to him that the Civil Rights is in process and when the assassination happened everyone was out of the country and you don’t want that to happen and with while the civil rights is upset – is going on you don’t want that to be upset just to  (INAUDIBLE).  He said Germany and poverty is up in the air and you really don’t believe ought to go.  

If he wants to wait till after that, as you indicated to Bundy this afternoon, then it’s another question.  That’s your reasoning behind it and you can easily point out that the reason it all came up is that today this poverty situation blew up in our face and Shriver was out of the country.  That’s the approach I would take.  That’s the approach Bundy tried to take with him.

JOHNSON:  And . . .

BILL:  I asked Bundy how this whole thing came up and he said he thinks General Clay is behind it.  General Clay asked the president to ask the attorney general to do it.  Hold on just a minute, Mr. President.
