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[The setting is a large convention-type hall.  President Kennedy and another gentleman are sitting together, shuffling through documents.  The camera makes a sweep of the audience.]  

Announcer:  Senator from Massachusetts, John F. Kennedy, took up the challenge of the problems of older Americans and made health insurance for the elderly a major issue in his campaign for the presidency.

[The camera then switches to President Kennedy amidst a group of teenagers, who are positioned directly behind him holding a banner.]  President Kennedy:  While the Medical Aid for the Aged Bill has been introduced in the House of Representatives by Congressman Foran, and I’ve introduced it in the United States Senate.  The Foran bill those who are on social security, contributing to Social Security, shall make a contribution so that when they are sixty-five years of age and over if they’re men, sixty-two of they’re women, or if they’re over fifty, if they’re totally disabled, they can receive assistance from the fund in paying their hospitalization, paying the cost of their examination and drugs, and also receiving some assistance in paying their general medical bills.
