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[The scene is a side view of the U.S. Capitol building.  The setting then switches to President Lyndon Johnson and his entourage walking through a throng of people.]  

The final Medicare and Medicaid bill passed both houses of Congress by an overwhelming vote.  President Johnson signed the bill making it the law of the land July 30th, 1965 in Independence, Missouri, in the presence of former President Truman.  [The setting switches to a large room in which President Johnson is shaking hands with President Harry Truman while those standing behind them and the audience applaud.  A close up of President Truman is shown.]  Later, President Johnson helped President Truman sign up for the voluntary part of Medicare.  [President Johnson hands President Truman a pen.  President Truman is seated next to President Johnson as the latter makes his remarks.]

President Johnson:  They told me, President Truman, that if you wish to get the voluntary medical insurance [The audience laughs.]  that you will have to sign this application form.  And they asked me to [inaudible], so you are getting special treatment since cards won’t go out to the other folks till the end of this month.  [The audience laughs.]  But we wanted you to know, and we wanted the entire world to know that we haven’t forgotten who is the real daddy of Medicare.  [The audience laughs and applauds.]
